How do we love people? 

 
Love John 13:34 (ESV) - A new commandment I give to you, that you love one another: just as I have loved 

you, you also are to love one another. 
 
Serve Galatians 5:13 (ESV) - For you were called to freedom, brothers. Only do not use your freedom as an 

opportunity for the flesh, but through love serve one another. 
 
Accept Romans 15:7 (NIV) - Accept one another, then, just as Christ accepted you, in order to bring praise to 

God. 
 
Forgive Ephesians 4:32 (ESV) - Be kind to one another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, as God in Christ 

forgave you. 
 
Tolerate Ephesians 4:2 (NIV) - Be completely humble and gentle; be patient, bearing with one another in love. 
 

Galatians 5:15 (ESV) - But if you bite and devour one another, watch out that you are not consumed 
by one another. 

 
Carry Galatians 6:2 (ESV) - Bear one another's burdens, and so fulfill the law of Christ. 
 
 Galatians 6:2 (NIV) - Carry each other’s burdens, and in this way you will fulfill the law of Christ. 
 
Peace  Mark 9:50 (ESV) - Be at peace with one another.  
 
Encourage 1 Thessalonians 5:11 (ESV) - Therefore encourage one another and build one another up, just as you 

are doing. 
 
Do good 1 Thessalonians 5:15 (ESV) - See that no one repays anyone evil for evil, but always seek to do good 

to one another and to everyone. 
 
Outdo Romans 12:10 (ESV) - Love one another with brotherly affection. Outdo one another in showing 

honor. 
 
Value Philippians 2:3-4 (NASB) - Do nothing from selfishness or empty conceit, but with humility consider 

one another as more important than yourselves; 4 do not merely look out for your own 
personal interests, but also for the interests of others.   

 
Submit Ephesians 5:21 (NIV) - Submit to one another out of reverence for Christ. 
 
Humility 1 Peter 5:5 (NIV) - All of you, clothe yourselves with humility toward one another, because, “God 

opposes the proud but shows favor to the humble.” 
 
Wash John 13:14 (NIV) - Now that I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also should wash 

one another’s feet. 
 
Don’t judge Romans 14:13 (ESV) - Therefore let us not pass judgment on one another any longer, but rather 

decide never to put a stumbling block or hindrance in the way of a brother.
